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This is a tutorial on how I turn a man's polo shirt into a little boy’s. I will try to make it 
very simple, but I have not done this before 



1. Take the man's shirt and cut out the outline of a shirt or pattern that fits, leaving the top 
intact.



It should look like this now



2. Take the sleeves that you cut off, and re cut to fit the new arm hole.  

You should now have the above.



3. Turn shirt inside out and sew up the sides from arm hole down to the bottom

keep the shirt inside out.



4. Sew the sleeves up



5. Turn the sleeves right side out and put inside the shirt so that right sides are facing and 
the arm pit hems are together.



6. Sew the sleeves all the way around to connect them to the shirt

7. Do the same to the other arm.



8. Hem the bottom

9. Turn right side out and you’re done!
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
